 At the last Parish Council meeting, we welcomed            
Fr Tony Doran as the new parish priest for St Monica's,  
as well as PP for St Vincent de Paul Strathmore.  The 
workload of the 2 parishes that will now be shared          
between 2 priests, (previously been shared between 3) 
was discussed.  Council members agreed adjustments to 
Mass times would be necessary to ensure our priests are 
not overwhelmed, working across both parishes. 
Taking into account the existing Mass times at the 2          
parishes,  the number of funeral masses held at                         
St Monica's and Mass times at neighbouring parishes, the 
following adjustments were agreed :

Then 
the devil said to him, ‘If you are the Son of God, tell this 
stone to turn into a loaf.’ But Jesus replied, ‘Scripture 
says: Man does not live on bread alone.’ 
Then leading him to a height, the devil showed him in a 
moment of time all the kingdoms of the world and said 
to him, ‘I will give you all this power and the glory of 
these kingdoms, for it has been committed to me and I 
give it to anyone I choose. Worship me, then, and it 
shall all be yours.’

Then he led him to Jerusalem and made him stand on 
the parapet of the Temple.

But Jesus answered him, ‘It has been said:
