This Sunday is Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Sunday. The theme for this year is The harvest is rich, but the 

labourers are few. Get up! Stand up! Show up! This theme challenges us all into action. As a Church, we are 

called to listen to first peoples, to stand with first peoples and to walk together with the first peoples of our land on 

the journey of change.  
 

Aboriginal people practice dadirri or deep listening, an almost spiritual skill, based on respect. Dadirri is inner, quiet, 

still awareness, waiting – and available to everyone. Dadirri helps us bring into reality this theme – by listening to 

indigenous Australians with respect helps us to learn more and more their culture and their stories, and so enables us 

to walk together with them on the path of change. 
 

Dadirri also helps us to respond to the challenge of Pope Francis to become a more synodal Church, to become a 

more listening Church. Our journey to reconciliation, our journey to a more listening Church begins with listening.
