Dear friends,

This Sunday, we begin our new Liturgical Year with the First Sunday of Advent. While Advent is very
similar to Lent - purple vestments and no Gloria - it is also different to Lent largely because there is a two-
fold nature to Advent. Yes, Advent is a time of preparation for our celebration of the coming of Christ
at Christmas. But it is also a time of preparation for the Second Coming of Christ at the end of time. A time
during which we wadit in joyful hope for the coming of our Saviour, Jesus Christ. A time for us to stay
awake, because we do not know the day or the hour when the Master is coming?

And, how ready are we? This Sunday’s Gospel calls us to stay awake and stand ready. But what does that
actually mean? Especially if, as Paul also tells us in the Second Reading to be ready because our salvation is
now at hand. It is a case of already and the not yet. Are we like those people in the Gospel, where one is
taken and the one standing next to him is spared? Or have we taken heed of Paul’s exhortation to the
Church of Rome: are we ready because we know that our salvation is now at hand? Are we ready, now that
the night is almost over, it will be daylight soon?

ENTRANCE ANTIPHON

To you, I lift up my soul, O my God.

The vision of [saiah son of Amoz, concerning Judah and
Jerusalem.

GOSPEL | Matthew 24:37-44

Jesus said to his disciples: ‘As it was in Noah's day, so will
it be when the Son of Man comes. For in those days be-
fore the Flood people were eating, drinking, taking wives,
taking husbands, right up to the day Noah went into the
ark, and they suspected nothing till the Flood came and
swept all away. It will be like this when the Son of Man
comes. Then of two men in the fields one is taken, one
left; of two women at the millstone grinding, one is taken,
one left.

‘So stay awake, because you do not know the day when
your master is coming. You may be quite sure of this, that
if the householder had known at what time of the night
the burglar would come, he would have stayed awake
and would not have allowed anyone to break through the
wall of his house. Therefore, you too must stand ready
because the Son of Man is coming at an hour you do not
expect.’
