Dear friends,

Are we there yet? If you have ever been on a long journey with a child, you will have heard this question, no doubt.
Throughout the course of this Liturgical Year, we have been journeying with Jesus towards Jerusalem as we have read
Luke’s Gospel. It has been a long journey, too. And we might well ask ourselves the question Are we there yet?

Well, we are almost there. We are very close indeed.

This journey to Jerusalem has been more than just a physical journey. For, if we read Luke’s Gospel carefully, we find no
sign-posts, no markers. The longer journey, and probably the more difficult one, is the spiritual journey we are invited to
undertake when we follow Jesus.

But, as difficult as it is, this is the journey we are called to make. It is a journey to Jerusalem, yes. And to follow Jesus to
Jerusalem is to follow him to the Cross. There is no way around this. Look at Zacchaeus in this Sunday’s Gospel. He still
had to face up to his past: those who he had cheated as a tax-collector. We have to face the Cross. We have to suffer the
Cross. This is frightening. It does make us scared.

But we are never asked to do this alone. Like the journey to Jerusalem, we make it with Jesus. And together with Jesus, we
rise to glory.

GOSPEL | Luke 19:1-10

Jesus entered Jericho and was going through the town
when a man whose name was Zacchaeus made his ap-
pearance: he was one of the senior tax collectors and a
wealthy man. He was anxious to see what kind of man
Jesus was, but he was too short and could not see him for
the crowd. So he ran ahead and climbed a sycamore tree
to catch a glimpse of Jesus who was to pass that way.
When Jesus reached the spot he looked up and spoke to
him: ‘Zacchaeus, come down. Hurry, because | must stay
at your house today.” And he hurried down and welcomed
him joyfully. They all complained when they saw what
was happening. ‘He has gone to stay at a sinner’s house’
they said. But Zacchaeus stood his ground and said to the
Lord, ‘Look, sir, I am going to give half my property to the
poor, and if | have cheated anybody I will pay him back
four times the amount.” And Jesus said to him, ‘Today sal-
vation has come to this house, because this man too is a
son of Abraham; for the Son of Man has come to seek out
and save what was lost.’
