Isaiah is our great Advent prophet. This is perhaps not unusual. For the book which bears his name 
majestically and powerfully sweeps through all the great themes of the Bible like justice and redemption. 
But perhaps he is our Advent prophet par excellence because he contains all the great prophecies of the 
coming of the Messiah. The most famous of all of these prophecies is our First Reading today: the maiden 
is with child and will soon give birth to a son whom she will call Emmanuel, a name which means 
“God-with-us”. This is the sign. It all sounds so deceptively simple. 
 
Matthew’s Gospel reading today is also deceptive in its simplicity. This is how Jesus Christ came to be 
born… The simplicity and starkness of Matthew’s text belies the importance of the story which follows. 
But more than that, Matthew’s simple statement doesn’t really give us a clue of how things are never really 
the same again after the birth of Jesus Christ. 
 
God-with-us. When God takes on our human flesh, nothing can ever be the same again. For not only is 
humanity forever changed, but surely God is forever changed, too. We are called to recognise and to love 
our God with us. And to know that nothing can ever be the same again.

GOSPEL | Matthew 1:18-24

She will give birth to a son and you 

must name him Jesus, because he is the one who is to 

save his people from their sins.’

The virgin will conceive and give birth to a son  

and they will call him Emmanuel,
