Dear friends, 
 

Perhaps not surprisingly, love, is the key to understanding the mystery of the Most Holy Trinity which we 
celebrate this Sunday. Christians have long struggled to understand the Trinity. We are all familiar with 
various ideas of three and one, three into one, one not three, and so on. But these, for the most part, are 
unhelpful. For God is not a set-square! And how God exists as both one and three is a mystery. Not just 
something that we can work out, like a puzzle, if we try hard enough. No. It is truly something which is 
beyond our human comprehension. 
 

So, instead of trying to understand the mystery of the Trinity, if we try simply to catch a glimpse of the 
mystery of the Trinity as the overflowing love of God, we can grasp something of it. This love of God, which 
as St Paul reminds us in today’s Second Reading, has been poured into our hearts by the Holy Spirit which 
has been given us. And the love of God has been poured into our hearts that we might give praise to 
God. There is nothing much that we can do in return for God for his great love for us. Perhaps all we can do 
is to give praise to God’s holy name: praise to God whose love for us is strong and faithful.
